Dear Future Band Parent:

Your child is about to start a very challenging and rewarding part of his or her education: learning to
play a musical instrument. Parental support is a very critical part to each child’s success, and the
attached information will give you the guidance necessary to help you get your child off to a great start!

Included in this packet, you will find a list of all the necessary supplies that your child will need to get
started in the band program at Draper. Please take this packet to one of the Instrument Rental Nights
at Draper or to the music store when you go to select an instrument. In order to start classes on time
in August it is necessary for your child to have their instrument and supplies the first week of
school.

One of the greatest concerns when a student starts on an instrument is the quality of the equipment. It is
difficult enough to learn a band instrument without also having to “fight” an inferior instrument. The
list of instruments and equipment in this packet have been CAREFULLY selected with the following
criteria:

1) Reliability

2) Durability

3) Affordability

4) Quality of workmanship

5) Will be appropriate for a typical student in our program for two or three years

The brands listed will also have good resale value if you ever sell the instrument or “step-up” to a higher
quality instrument in the future. Since most parents are not experts on brands and models of musical
instruments, we request that you do not purchase or rent instruments not on this list without first
consulting us.

You may do business with any store in which you feel comfortable, but be cautious with regard to being
told ... this instrument is just as good.” We have chosen the instruments in this packet with the
success of your child in mind. Most music stores give out their best rentals early. Make
arrangements as soon as possible. Feel free to e-mail me at Draper if you are confused or unsure.
There are MANY beginning band students in the area that will be looking for instruments, so try to pre-
reserve your instrument. If you rent or purchase an instrument from a source other than a music dealer,
it is strongly suggested that you have us check it out before you obligate yourself.

We are very excited to have you in our band program! Learning an instrument takes time, and we will
do our best to help each student succeed. All we ask is that the students come to us with enthusiasm and
a desire to work hard and do their best.
